The site dates approximately at A.D. 1670-1687 and was one of the larger of the Senecd
Villages destroyed by the Governor of New France, the Marquis de Denonville, in 1687. The
first report on miscellaneous burials recorded by Morgan Chapter members and the Rochester
Museum was entitled, "Historic Burials at the Boughton Hill Site (Can 2-2), Victor Township,
Ontario County, New York," and was compiled by Alice Wood of Morgan Chapter. See The
Bulletin No. 32, NYSAA, pp. 6-16, November 1964. Mrs. Wood has also compiled the data
for this second report.
